Constitution Eco Representatives at Oklahoma State University   
Article I

Name:
The name of this organization shall be Eco Representatives at Oklahoma State University.  
Article II

Purpose:
The purpose of this organization shall be to increase awareness of resource and energy conservation among housing residents at Oklahoma State University. Eco Representatives at Oklahoma State University is a leadership program that promotes a sustainable lifestyle. Representatives support the University’s Core Value, Stewardship of Resources, through peer education and outreach activities.  Eco-Reps represent an environmental consciousness and challenge their peers to adopt a culture of sustainability. 

Article III

Officers:


Section 1.
The officers of this organization shall be Director, Assistant Director, Treasurer and Secretary. 
Section 2.
The qualifications for officers in this organization shall be as set forth by Oklahoma State University (OSU), which requires officers of organizations to be full-time students in good standing according to the Student Rights and Responsibilities in Article 11, Section F, Paragraph 7 (2.0 GPA for Undergrads, 3.0 for Graduated, and Full-Time status for both). 
Section 3.
The duties of these officers shall be:
Director: The director will communicate with the advisor once a week. The director will be responsible for leading the organization toward growth and positive impact at OSU. The director will be responsible for planning three (3) programs per semester that serve the purpose of the organization

Assistant Director: The assistant director will help the director plan and execute the same three (3) programs per semester that serve the purpose of the organization. 
Treasurer: The treasurer will create a budget at the beginning of every semester that must be approved by the director and advisor. The treasurer will be responsible for tracking expenses and income and may be asked to plan fundraisers for the organization. The treasurer will complete training as set forth by the Student Government Association to receive funding from the University and Student Government Association. In the event the organization requests funding, the Treasurer will prepare and provide all requested information to receive possible funding. 
Secretary: The secretary shall keep a record at all official meetings of the leadership and/or body. These minutes will then be kept on file for the organization to review if needed at a later date. Meeting Minutes will be delivered to the other officers of the organizations and are available to members upon request. 
Section 4.
The elections of this organization shall be held in the spring semester once per school year. Officers will be elected by a simple majority. Only a member of the organization will have voting rights. Officers from the current administration must train new incoming officers. Old officers will end their term on the last day of classes in the subsequent spring semester.
A. In the event an officer steps down or is no longer eligible to serve, an emergency election will take place within fifteen (15) days of the officer’s resignation or removal. 
Section 5.
The advisor must assist in promoting the purpose of this organization. The advisor will meet by phone or in person with the Director, at minimum, twice per month. The advisor will not have voting rights.
Section 6.
Other organization officers and committee persons will be appointed by the Director as needed. 
Article IV

Quorum:
A quorum for this organization shall be at least fifty percent (50%) of members plus one.
Article V

Membership: Voting members of an organization must be students of the University in good standing as defined in the Students Rights and Responsibilities Statement. Members have voting privileges. Members may only have two (2) excused meeting absences per semester and must notify the Secretary of their absence twenty four (24) hours in advance. Upon the third unexcused absence a member will forfeit his or her membership. Members must assist in promoting the purpose of this organization. Members must also attend and promote two (2) of the three (3) programs organized by the leadership. Failure to do so will result in forfeiture of membership. 
Article VI

Dues:
Dues for this organization shall be collected according to the by-laws.
Article VII
By-Laws: 

A.  By-law’s may be passed at any regular meeting of the organization by a majority vote of those in attendance, providing a quorum is present.  

B. Dues: There shall be no mandatory financial payment to the organization by members or officers. 

C. In the event a member or officer is behaving in a manner that is potentially harmful to the organization the Director shall seek the advice of the Advisor. 

Article VIII

Reports to Campus Life Office:

Section 1.
At the beginning of the fall semester, Eco Representatives at Oklahoma State University shall report the name of officers and advisors to the Department of Campus Life, 060 Student Union, and shall promptly report any changes that occur during the school year.  (Changes in the officers and/or faculty advisors occurring during the year MUST be reported to the Department of Campus Life promptly to keep organizational records current.  Updates should be made through the CampusLink program at www.campuslink.okstate.edu.)

Section 2.
At the beginning of the fall semester, Eco Representatives at Oklahoma State University will file with the Department of Campus Life a signed “Affirmation of Compliance.” (Copies of the form may be obtained from the Campus Life office at 060 Student Union.)

Section 3.
The funds of Eco Representatives at Oklahoma State University, if any, will be deposited with the University banking services and these may be audited yearly, preferably at the time a new treasurer is installed.

Section 4.
It is understood that failure to submit such materials, either through continued negligence or willful omission, may result in the suspension of the charter of this organization by the Committee on Student Organizations.

Article IX

Amendments:

At least two thirds of the membership (not 2/3 of quorum) may approve of constitutional changes. All changes must be submitted to the Department of Campus Life for approval by the Committee on Student Organizations.  All required forms can be obtained from the Department of Campus Life.
